Police, District and County Councillors’ Reports.

County Cllr. Pain congratulated the Parish Council on the way in which it operated and the high standards that it achieves.

Cllr. Pain reminded members that Leicestershire Matters was now available online and provided a useful source of information. Austerity is continuing with savings still to be made with more pain to be suffered. Even so new projects were still being rolled out for the benefit of Leicestershire residents.
Cllr. Pain was asked about the consultation on the support for public passenger transport and the inclusion of the 44 Service as at risk of losing its subsidy. Cllr. Blake responded by saying that at this time it was not certain it would lose its subsidy but even if it did lose all or some or part of it  the service may still be commercially viable. Also there were also other options for providing public passenger transports services to serve local communities other than bus services.
Cllr. Pain reiterated what he had said about street lighting at the Annual Parish Meeting, that had taken place earlier in the evening, that the County Council would not be returning to night lighting although where the Police considered there was a particular location which would benefit from the lights being switched back on at night either to reduce the incidents of crime or for road safety reasons they would be switched back on. The new LED lights provided much more flexibility to be able to control individual lights.
District Cllr. Bilbie updated members with progress on the provision of an Innovation Centre and Sports Centre in Kibworth. 
The Clerk gave details of recorded crimes in March that had been provided by PCSO Cross – Three crimes during March. Burglary to garage. Scratch to vehicle parked on Heycock Close. Theft from Post Office.
