The Chairman reported on the visit that had been organised by Ball Hall to Regent College and the Morningside Stadium which had been very interesting. The quality of the build and internal finishes were good and particularly impressive was the seating at the Morningside Stadium which converted the sports hall into an arena for Riders basketball games but was also able to be used for other events. Ball Hall had agreed to revise its in initial design to take onboard comments from the working group, including the provision of some seating, and to make a site visit to ensure its proposals would work onsite. It was also agreed that discussions would take place with the Community Theatre Group to re-examine the possibility of incorporating some form of theatre type provision now that a three badminton court size sports hall was being considered.

Government Funding Covid-19.


The Clerk updated members on the further response he had received from Harborough DC on how the money that had been received from the Government to mitigate the impact of Covid-19 had been spent. The £860k which had gone in support for the provision of leisure facilities to help in maintaining the health and wellbeing of residents had gone to the provider who operates the Council’s two leisure centres in Market Harborough and Lutterworth. 

Further clarification  had been sought from Harborough DC as it was very difficult to know on what basis the decision was made as the report on which the decision was made was exempt information.


However, the Council Meeting in July 2020, which made the decision, capped the support to an overall total of £561,166 to the end of March 2021 net of any Government support for leisure and furlough compensation which is at odds with the information provided that the support was £860k. 


Clarification had also been sought as to whether or not the support was in accordance with the terms of the contract with the provider or if it was a discretionary payment.

Resolved that the update be noted and the matter be considered further at the next meeting when a response has been received from Harborough DC.

The Clerk reported that he still had not received information from Shire Homes on what would be involved in the Parish taking on the responsibility for the management and maintenance of the open spaces.

Harborough District Council – Community Governance Review.

Members considered the consultation on the draft proposal to amend the parish boundary to include all of the properties forming part of the ‘Appleyard Park’ development (Persimmon Homes) within the parish of Fleckney.

The draft proposal reflected the original submission made by the Parish Council at the start of the process and would be beneficial in providing community cohesion and a sense of belonging as well as providing an additional revenue stream to help provide and maintain new facilities for the whole of the community to enjoy. The proposal was discussed at some length, and whilst there was some support for the status quo, it was felt the benefits of the proposal far outweighed leaving the boundary unchanged.

Resolved that the proposal to amend the line of the boundary between Fleckney and Saddington parishes to include all the properties forming part of the ‘Appleyard Park’ development within the parish of Fleckney, as shown on the plan provided, be fully supported.
