Covid-19 Update.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer updated members with the latest situation with Covid-19 as it was affecting the Sports Centre and outdoor facilities. Tai Chi had recommenced outside using the cricket outfield but other facilities remained closed including the play area, outdoor gym and the Sports Centre. Further guidance on the opening of these facilities was expected later in the month.

Resolved the report be received and noted.

New Senior Pitch – Leicester Road Recreation Ground.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer provided members’ with an update on the Fleckney Athletic Seniors request for additional facilities.  
With regard to the entrance to the new field a quotation had been requested from HDC to insert a drainage grid system using pea gravel to allow water to drain away to a soak away chamber. 

A path from the field entrance to pitch level could be provided made of gravel with a timber edge and would need to meet Disability Guidelines regarding the gradient etc which would involve digging into the embankment to provide a level path.

The proposal for the dugouts was to secure them in position on the grass during the season using anchor bolts and when not in use secure them with the herris fencing. At the end of the season they would be relocated to the boundary of the field to a discreet location.

The proposal for the barrier fencing was to use a fully removable system that would be erected and taken down on match days.

Resolved that:

(i) Works to the field entrance be considered further when the quotation from HDC has been received.
(ii) Estimates for the cost of providing a gravel and board path from the entrance to pitch level which meets disability guidelines be obtained.
(iii) Permission be granted to locate the dugouts pitch side subject to any ground damage being made good at the end of the season when the dugouts are removed.

(iv) Permission be granted for the use of fully removable barrier fencing.

Fleckney Athletic FC Seniors – Use of Kitchen.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted a request from Fleckney Athletic FC Seniors for use of the kitchen facilities on match days to serve tea and coffee and light snacks.

 Resolved that the request be acceded to subject to the payment of a h\ire charge of £15 per occasion and its use not to extend beyond the opening times of the changing rooms.

RoSPA Annual Inspection Report.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted details of the issues raised in the RoSPA Inspection Report which had been categorised according to the severity of  the risk with items being ranked from 1-7(low), 8-13(medium) and 14-20(high).  The only high risk item that had been identified was the Adventure Trial where there was a concern about the timber rotting on the support legs. With regard to the other items, apart from the path to the Skate Park, a quotation from Greyhound Leisure had been obtained in the sum of £1,600 + VAT to carry out remedial works.

Resolved that:

(i) Stress testing be carried out on the Adventure Trail support legs to ascertain their stability. 
(ii) Due to the urgent need to ensure the safety of the play equipment etc and having regard to the previous work carried out by Greyhound Leisure its quotation in the sum of £1,600 + VAT be accepted.

Lodge Road Recreation Ground.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer reported that it had come to his attention that the owner of 17 Lodge Road had extended his garden into the Lodge Road Recreation Ground.

Resolved that a letter be sent to the owner of 17 Lodge Road requesting that the fencing be moved back to its original position forthwith.

All Weather Pitch Security.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer reported on a problem that was occurring with unauthorised access to the All Weather Pitch particularly at weekends. Access was being obtained by climbing over the fence which as well as being highly dangerous was also likely to damage the fencing. Anti vandal paint had been applied at key points to discourage this but this had had limited effect.  An option to consider would be the installation of some form of deterrent along the top of the fence.

Resolved that the action taken be noted and no further action be taken for the time being.

Section 106 Funding.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer informed members that there was a sum of £25,087.86 available in Section 106 funding from the Bellway development for sports facilities at the Leicester Road Recreation Ground which had an expiry date of August 2021 and therefore it was important that a suitable project was identified to avoid losing the monies. Several projects were considered without any conclusion being reached. In order to progress the matter it was felt all members of the Council should be asked for suggestions.

New Sports Centre.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer provided an update on the production of a business case for the new Sports Centre, copies of which had been previously circulated to members. The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer requested that any changes be notified to him in the next few days.

At the suggestion of the Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer members considered the formation of a Working Group to take the project forward and ensure it did not lose momentum. The group’s membership could be fairly fluid and could include non members from the Village and professionals/experts from the region which may include HDC and the Active Sports Partnership if and when relevant. It was felt, due to the size and importance of the project, that the Council appointments should come from the wider Council not just the Recreation Committee.

Resolved that:

(ii) A Working Group be established to take forward the New Sports Centre Project with membership from the Parish Council and from residents and professionals/experts from the region which may include HDC and the Active Sports Partnership if and when relevant.
