Usage Report.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Manager submitted a report (copy attached), copies of which had been previously circulated to members, detailing usage of the various facilities and the initiatives that were currently being promoted. As part of the report the Facilities Manager/Sports Development Manager updated members with the situation with the latest RoSPA inspection that had been carried out in May and circulated a report setting out the findings, the level of risk and the action that needed to be taken. It was noted that five items had been assessed as medium risk with all the remaining being low or very low. Cllr. C McKemey suggested that solution to the rusting with the multi-play unit could be to have it galvanised if that was practical. He also mentioned that the trees along the adventure trail also needed cutting.

New Senior Football Pitch.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted a request that had been received from Fleckney Athletic Seniors to erect a block built dugout/shelter adjacent to the new pitch to be provided by their sponsors persimmon Homes. There was also a request for a container on the new field to limit the amount of transportation of equipment needed when setting up and taking down the goals etc. for matches. Members also considered if it would be appropriate to have a different charge for use of the new pitch by non Fleckney teams/commercial organisations.


With regard to the erection of a shelter members’ felt a block built structure would not be appropriate and also the conveyance had a covenant that prevented permanent structures being erected on the land. It was also felt that another container on the site would also not be appropriate and it was suggested that the acquisition of some form of trolley be investigated to assist with moving the goals/equipment etc.

Resolved that:

(i) The request to erect a shelter adjacent to the new senior pitch be not acceded to.

(ii) The request for the provision of a container on the new field be not acceded to.

(iii) The acquisition of a trolley to help with the transportation of goals/equipment be investigated.
(iv) The charge for the use of the new senior pitch for non Fleckney teams/commercial organisations be set at £85 including VAT.

Football Pitch Maintenance.

The Clerk submitted a report, copies of which were circulated at the meeting, setting out the spending to date and the anticipated final costs for the maintenance works to the football pitches and cricket pitch and outfield at the Leicester Road Recreation Ground. Overall there was likely to an overspend of around £700 which could increase to around £1,000 if another application of fertiliser was required on the new senior pitch due to the low level of nutrients in the soil.
