Harborough District Children & Young People’s Charity (HCYC) – Youth Club Provision.

The Clerk submitted a report, copies of which had been circulated to members, detailing discussions that had taken place with the HCYC on the detailed arrangements for providing a youth club facility for young persons in the Village. The main points arising from the meeting were:

· Lottery funding for the project will meet 100% of the Parish Council’s contribution (50% of the full cost) in Year 1, 50% in Year 2 and 25% in Year 3 except for accommodation costs which the Parish Council will need to meet in full.

· Any extension of the project beyond Year 3 will require the Parish Council to meet the full cost. Although there is an expectation that the project will run beyond Year 3 this can be decided on a year by year basis at a later date with the initial commitment being for a three year period.

· The target age group has yet to be decided but can be in the age range 8 to 16 years of age.

· The sessions will be led by a Leader and Assistant Leader with a ratio of 8 to 1 giving a maximum of 16 young people for any session.

· Sessions will be in the evening at a set time and on a set day and will run during term time (39 weeks). Each session will last for 11/2 hours.

· The full cost of providing each session is £114.19p. The full annual cost is £4,453 with years 2 & 3 being subject to an inflation increase. These costs do not include the cost of accommodation. The cost to the Parish Council for the first three years would be as follows:


Year 1 - Accommodation costs only.


Year 2 - £2,227 + accommodation costs + inflation increase.


Year 3 - £3,340 + accommodation costs + inflation increase

· HCYC are targeting a start date of October 2021.

· The Parish Council is responsible for providing and meeting the cost of a suitable venue. Possible venues include Baptist Church, Village Hall, Band Hall and the new Scout Building when available. Since the meeting some positive discussions have taken place with the Baptist Church about use of its ground floor facilities. The Minister has agreed to take the request to its trustees for consideration.

Resolved that subject to being able to find suitable premises the proposal from HCYC be accepted with the provision going ahead on that basis.

Further to Minute 91/19 members considered making a request to Harborough DC to take over the ownership of the Village Green and Duck Pond now that the Neighbourhood Plan had been accepted and it was now a designated green space.
