Request for Financial Assistance – Peter Pan Pre-school Play Group.

The Chairman welcomed the representatives of the Peter Pan Pre-school Play Group to the meeting.

Father Philip, Chair of the Trustees, provided members with some background to the application and the role that the Play Group played in the local community.

Father Philip explained that the Play Group had been long established in the Village and was a precious asset providing a valuable service particularly for hard to reach children/families. The loss of the Sure Start provision in the Village had already impacted on that particular group of children and the loss of the Play Group would be devastating. Intervention at an early age was essential, particularly for the most venerable, poorest and hard to reach children and by helping now it would be an  investment in the future of the Village. One of the problems was the changing working patterns of parents and as the Play School did not offer full days this was impacting on numbers. The drop in numbers meant that over the last year the Play Group was losing money which was not sustainable in the longer term. The loss of the Play Group would also have implications for the Village Hall.

 Rachel Skinner explained that to make the Play Group viable more children were needed through the door. The Play Group operated during term time 8.30am to 3.00pm Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays which was sufficient to provide 15 hours per week for funding purposes. Efforts were being made to raise funds including advertising in the Communicata and seeking sponsorship from local businesses. Rachel confirmed that the Play Group had been rated good by Ofsted.  It was felt that with the number of children already signed up for the January term and having regard to the current level of reserves that the Pay Group was sustainable until the summer.
The representatives answered members’ questions. Members sought to establish what level of assistance was needed to make the Play Scheme viable both in the short and longer term. It was unclear based on the information that was available what the weekly costs and income was and what amount was needed to secure the provision beyond the summer. In view of the lack of financial information it was agreed that the request would be looked at again at the January meeting and that in the meantime the Play Group would provide further information on its finances going forward.

The Chairman thanked the representatives of the Play Group for their attendance.
Resolved the request be considered further at the next meeting when more information on the Play Group’s finances going forward are available.
The representatives of the Play Group left the meeting.
