Fleckney Festival.

The Chairman welcomed Mr Preston, Fleckney Festival Organiser to the meeting. Mr Preston updated members’ with progress on organising the Festival. The event, which was planned for September, had been organised to ensure it complied fully with the Government Guidelines on Covid-19. Hand sanitiser stations would be provided on entry and a temperature checking device would be used and if after three tests a person’s temperature was outside the accepted limit admission would be refused.  Single portaloos would be provided which would alleviate the need to use the Sports Centre toilets and would aid social distancing. Signage would be provided to reinforce the need to maintain social distancing. Admission would be free but online registration would be required for entry which would also ensure compliance with the track and trace requirements. Mr Preston requested use of the pedestrian access to provide a vehicular one way system to avoid problems that had previously occurred with vehicles backing up on to Leicester Road from the vehicle access. Mr Preston also informed members’ that he would most likely be organising his own waste collection following the event. A new attraction would be a number of Hollywood/Comic Book themed characters who would need a changing/storage facility. Mr Preston requested the use of a changing room for this purpose. Mr Preston also requested use of the changing room toilets for use by stewards/volunteers helping with the event.

Finally Mr Preston requested that consideration be given to waiving the fee for the use of the Recreation Ground if the event was not profitable as the costs this year were much higher with additional security and compliance with the Government Guidance on Covid-19.

Resolved that:
(i) The update be received and noted.

(ii) Permission be granted to use the pedestrian access to create a one-way system subject to nearby residents on Leicester Road being informed of the proposal and appropriate safeguards being put in place to segregate vehicles and pedestrians.

(iii) Use of the Boot Room and lockers be made available for use by the themed characters for changing/storage.

(iv) A changing room be made available for access to toilets by stewards/volunteers working on the event.

(v) Consideration be given at the next Parish Council meeting to the request to waive the hire fee for the use of the Leicester Road Recreation Ground in the event of the Festival making a loss.
Mr Preston left the meeting.

Covid-19 Update.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer updated members with the latest situation with Covid-19 as it was affecting the Sports Centre and outdoor facilities. The Sports Centre had reopened as of today with Table Tennis and Badminton both with their own risk assessments. A cricket match had taken place the previous Saturday and a football match was scheduled for next Saturday. Outside equipment, play area and gym, remained closed as it was not possible to fully meet the guidelines although there had been a relaxation on supervision. Ways of sanitising the equipment on the regular basis to comply with the guidelines were being investigated. Opening the facilities without complying with the guidelines could invalidate the insurance cover. The All Weather Pitch was due to reopen in August and based on the FA guidelines would be limited to a maximum of thirty people. Members felt this was too high due to the size of the facility and should be limited to fourteen persons.

(ii) The All Weather Pitch on reopening be limited to a maximum of fourteen persons.

Lodge Road Recreation Ground - Encroachment.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer reported that a letter had been sent to the occupier of 17 Lodge Road regarding the alignment of the fence and the reinstatement of the land adjacent to the access road. Summer Sports Camp.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer reported on a proposal for a Summer Camp at the Leicester Road Recreation Ground that would take place weeks commencing 17th and 24 August. It would be for 5 to 10 year olds and to comply with the guidelines the children would need to come from Fleckney. The Organiser had run similar events in previous years and would be submitting risk assessments appropriate to the site and in line with the relevant guidance. The children would be organised in bubbles of fifteen with there own coach and would only be using the outdoor facilities apart from some limited use of the changing rooms.
