Section 106 Agreements.


Members received a report, copies of which had been previously circulated, setting out the S106 amounts due from developers for both community facilities and outdoor sports facilities.


Members considered the situation with the amount provided in the S106 Agreement with Persimmon Homes for the provision of outdoor sports facilities at the Lodge Road Recreation Ground. Whilst there was case for providing some improved facilities at Lodge Road the improvement or provision of sports facilities at other locations in the Village would also benefit the new development and as such greater flexibility in the use of the funding would be beneficial.
