The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer reported the receipt of a letter from the Chairman of Fleckney Athletic AFC concerning the damage to the junior football pitch occasioned by the use of the recreation ground for the Fleckney Festival stating that it would need over-seeding at a cost of £320 to rectify it. Members considered that the grass had recovered well since the event with little damage now being evident and in any case it was considered that there would be very little benefit in over-seeding at this time of the year anyway. It was agreed to review the situation in the Spring if necessary but in the mean time offer Mr O’Brien a meeting on site look at the current state of the pitch.

Usage Report.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted a report, copies of which had been previously circulated, detailing usage of the various facilities and the initiatives undertaken. The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer highlighted the main issues and answered members’ questions thereon. A discussion took place regarding the date requested by the Fleckney Festival Committee for the 2023 event which was the Saturday 16th September. Whilst concerns had been expressed by the Football Club about the event taking place as late as September it was nevertheless felt that the alternative of bringing the event forward to August was not a viable option due to competition with other events and the higher costs involved during a peak holiday period. It was however noted that the Parish Council should have a greater input in agreeing the areas used for the event and the access arrangements for members of the public to areas not being used by the event.
