Neighbourhood Plan.

Members considered what the next steps should be in producing the Neighbourhood Plan. Matthew Bills explained the steps involved. There was no prescribed process which the Parish Council had to follow and therefore it could decide on a process that best suited the local circumstances. Some engagement with the local community had already taken place through articles in the Communicata and a number of residents had already put their names forward to be involved, in some way, in the production of the Plan.
