The Clerk reported that the total receipts in September 2018 amounted to £75,842.40 (Excluding VAT) and included the second instalment of the Precept of £66,855 and an advance payment of £3,488.25 from HMRC in respect of a tax refund to an employee.
The Clerk submitted a Bank Reconciliation Statement at 30th September 2018.
The Clerk also referred to the high level of balance held in the NatWest current account. It was agreed the amounts in the Secure Trust and United Trust bank accounts could both be increased to £85,000 and a savings account with NatWest opened whilst another savings account with better rates of interest could be found.  

The Clerk submitted details of petty cash payments for the quarter ended 30th September 2018.

Planning Applications.

The Chairman informed members that she had attended with Cllr. Mcdonagh the HDC Planning Committee on 25th September when the Gladman planning application for 150 dwellings on land off Arnesby Road was considered and approved. Cllr. Mcdonagh had spoken on behalf of the Parish Council to reinforce the previous objections that had been made to this application by the Parish Council.
There was disappointment at the way the application had been dealt with by the Planning Committee. There was a lack of clarity in the information that had been provided by officers, particularly on the housing numbers for Fleckney and the fact that the 290 dwellings on land off Saddington Road was not an existing commitment at the time the Local Plan was drafted. In addition, despite the fact that the housing land supply was now 6.9years this now appeared to carry very little weight as did the policies in both the Core Strategy and the new Local Plan with the application being judged solely against the National Planning Policy Framework. Whilst it was said that little weight could be attached to the new Local Plan because of its immaturity nevertheless the officers were quick to emphasise the fact that the site was an allocated site in the Local Plan that had been approved by the District Council. No reference was made to the fact that this allocation was being challenged at the public examination as a result of the Persimmon Homes appeal decision which made the allocation of this site unnecessary     
Given the lack of planning framework debate should have been considerable on whether or not the benefits significantly outweighed the adverse impacts, or the decision should have been at least deferred until the Local Plan had been through the examination stage, as we requested in our opening statement. The meeting chose to take neither action but instead took the path of least resistance and approved the application.
The Chairman answered members’ questions.

Cllr. S Parker joined the meeting during the above item of business.

Harborough DC Leader Visit.


The Chairman welcomed Cllr. Neil Bannister, Leader Harborough District Council, to the meeting.
Cllr. Bannister stated he had become Leader a year ago and had made a commitment to get out and about and visit parish councils and to listen to any issues, matters of interest or concern in the local community and to see where it may be possible for the District Council to assist.

With reference to the earlier discussion on the Arnesby Road planning application  Cllr. Bannister’s view was that if the call-in procedure was to be utilised it may be that the MP would be the best person to make such an application to the Secretary of State.
Cllr. Bannister went on to say that the current planning system was developer lead and was an invitation to land owners to put forward land for development through the housing land assessment process. Whilst developers were building and selling there was some land banking taking place which was a concern when sites were not being built out.
Cllr. L McKemey raised the issue of air quality in the Village, particularly High Street, Batchelor Road and Churchill Way and the impact that this could have on health. Cllr. Bannister suggested contacting Elaine Bird, Head of Environmental Services, to request that some air quality monitoring takes place in the Village at specified locations.
Cllr. Bannister updated members on progress with the Local Plan examination.

Cllr. Bannister referred to the issue raised about the allocation of Section 106 funding and promised to see what could be done to ensure that funding was not lost and that it went to the most appropriate projects.

Cllr. Bannister was asked for his views on the proposal being put forward by the County Council for a unitary council. His view was that services should be delivered locally and that the County Council’s proposal was too large. One advantage would be a single councillor service. The district leaders were collaborating to look at other options which would be more acceptable.

When asked about the recent Government announcement on house building Cllr. Bannister stated that further details were awaited. Cllr. Mcdonagh referred to the Bellway Development and the fact that the developer had been allowed to reduce the number of affordable houses based on financial viability and payment to the District Council of £100k (Following the meeting this was confirmed as being £50k). 

The Chairman thanked Cllr. Bannister for his contribution and for taking the time to visit the Parish Council.
