Rec/11		Usage Report.
The Facility Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted a report detailing usage of the various facilities and the initiatives that are currently being promoted.  
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer answered members’ questions.  Cllr S Parker enquired as to the status of the Lodge Road changing facilities.  The Facilities Manager / Sports Development Officer stated that currently the electrical supply had been switched off to the facility as various repairs are needed for it to make it safe to use.

Rec/12		Youth Issues.
[bookmark: _Hlk10102829]The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Manager reported there had been some complaints by users detailing acts of anti-social behaviour at the facility by young people and stated he had reported these to the police.
Resolved that the report be noted and the Facilities Manager/Sports Development Manager to monitor the situation.
Rec/13		Cricket Club Issues.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer distributed an email from Fleckney Cricket Club detailing several issues they had with the facility use summarised as:
The Club feels that a rope around the square is an adequate barrier.
Enquired if the cricket outfield would be used for matches in the future as it has been badly damaged due to footfall resulting in a risk of injury to players.
The Club is developing junior coaching and would like to expand this; however, the Club stipulates they need a relatively flat field with no damage from overuse.
The Club states that the land was gifted to the Parish Council solely for the use of cricket.
The Club has offered to attend the next meeting to discuss the points raised above further.
The Facilities Manager/ Sports Development Officer informed the committee that two mini pitches could be placed inside a junior pitch.
The Committee recognised the fact that the outfield had been damaged and resolved to consider the points above investigating possible options.  The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer would reply to the cricket club with the findings.
Rec/14		Sports Centre – Electricity Contract.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer reported he had received a quote for a two year electricity contract starting October 2020 similar to the rates that were currently being paid.
Resolved to investigate this further and in particular to contact local authorities to enquire if there is a local group bulk buying option.
Rec/15		All Weather Pitch Request
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted a request by Fleckney Athletic FC to reduce the rate of the hire charge of the All Weather Pitch for the Summer.
Resolved to offer a reduction of charges for the All Weather Pitch for the close of season  of £20 per hour, provided the Sports Centre does not accrue any additional costs (i.e. premises officer call out to open/close facility).
Rec/16		Spinney Signage.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer provided details of different signage options and costs. 
Resolved to purchase an oak sign and have this fitted at the main entrance.
Rec/17		Chubb Service Report.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer stated the system was passed as satisfactory, though it does not meet recent British Standards.

Rec/18		ROSPA Play Equipment Annual Inspection Report.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Manager provided details of the issues that had been raised in the latest report. There were no high risk items and some of the medium risk items that had been raised were long standing issues. One issue that needed to be addressed was for the replacement of a seesaw as parts were becoming worn.  Quotations for the repair/replacement of the seesaw were in the process of being sought.
Cllr J Earwaker commented that the play equipment could need revitalising.
