	Comment - The Parish Council has considered the revised scheme put forward for the development of this important site on Main Street and welcomes the proposal put forward to provide new housing on the site. The reduction in the number of dwellings is also welcomed as it will provide a more acceptable density with improved garden/amenity areas and provision for off street car parking.

However, the Parish Council does have a serious concern about the layout of the site as regards the car parking spaces. Whilst the number of spaces may be sufficient for the units being provided there location is considered inappropriate particularly the parking bays provided on Stores Lane, the spaces between Unit 2 and Unit 3 which exit onto Stores Lane and the remoteness of some of the spaces from the individual dwellings.

Stores Lane and Wolsey Close, which are both narrow in width, already suffer from congestion caused by on street parking and this proposal will only add to that situation. Wherever possible parking should be provided within the curtilage of the dwelling, set back sufficiently from the highway to allow unrestricted entry and exit. zThe provision of a parking area in front of Unit 5 will also detract from the view from Main Street and whilst it is agreed this location should provide the access into the site alternative options should be considered to avoid the front of the site becoming a “car park” to the detriment of the street scene.
