County Cllr Hart referred to the proposals which were currently out for consultation on new boundaries for parliamentary constituencies in the East Midlands. The proposal had Fleckney included in a Daventry and Lutterworth constituency.

Cllr Hart referred to the “Midland Engine” which had been established to generate support and obtain funding for Midland counties. Discussions were ongoing between the County, districts and the City with regard to a combined authority but there was no support from the County and districts for having a “Mayor”.

The County Council’s case for “Fairer Funding” had been put to the Minister based on need.

Integration with the Health Service was going well with exchanges of staff taking place between the two organisations.

District Cllr. Bilbie mentioned the change of name for St Luke’s Hospital and also that Market Harborough had come first in the large town category of the “East Midlands in Bloom” competition.

Cllr. Bilbie also mentioned that theft of metal was on the increase. Also that the District Council had established an apprenticeship scheme and was leading by example. The District Council had also introduced a cycle scheme for staff to help reduce the use of cars in the town centre. Car Parking charges were currently being reviewed.

Finally Cllr. Bilbie mentioned a CAB Report on access to food banks and particularly the need which had been identified for Fleckney and Kibworth which he found quite concerning in view of the number of households deemed to be in need.

It was made clear at the meeting that the Parish Council did not favour the Persimmon Homes site and would be making representations about this in due course when other sites in the Village, which were considered more suitable, had been looked at.
