Employees and Chair’s Reports.
Members’ considered the report of the Street Orderly, copies of which had been previously circulated to members.
The Chairman referred to the problem with the flooding that had occurred on Saddington Road over recent weeks and that was still persisting and the action she had taken in contacting both County Highways and STWA in an attempt to get the problem resolved.
The Chairman reported on her attendance with Cllr S Parker at the Kibworth School Remembrance Event. Those attending had been given a tour of the School followed by a service in the Hall. It was felt this would be worth trying and the Chairman agreed to contact Cllr. Bilbie to discuss the logistics.

Community Governance Review.

Members considered the Harborough DC Community Governance Review document, copies of which had been previously circulated to members. Consideration was given to four aspects in the review:
· Parish Boundaries

· Number of Parish Councillors

· Name of Parish

· Warding
Members considered the situation with the Persimmon development that straddled the Parish boundary with that of Saddington.  The view was that any new residents would feel they were part of Fleckney even though some of the houses would be in the Saddington Parish and they would most certainly be using the facilities in Fleckney (School, health services, sports facilities, shops etc.). If the situation remained unchanged the same properties in different parishes could be paying different amounts of council tax and those using the facilities in Fleckney not making any contribution through the parish council tax.

It was felt there was no need to change the number of councillors from the current number of thirteen, change the parish name or to introduce warding.
Resolved that Harborough DC be asked to consider, as part of its review, to recommending extending the Fleckney parish boundary to encompass the Persimmon housing development off Fleckney Road, Saddington wholly within the Parish of Fleckney.

Wild Flower Areas.

Members considered the suggestions made at the previous meeting for developing wild flower areas on highway verges throughout the Village. Several different locations were discussed but it became apparent that the process was more involved that just scattering seeds in the designated areas and that an amount of preparation work would be necessary as would ongoing management and maintenance for the areas to be affective. It was suggested the School and local community groups could get involved and that advice on creating wild flower areas could be sought form the Gardening Club.
