An email had been received from Kean Folly, Manager of Fleckney Seniors FC, stating the team will be using the changing facilities quoting recent FA guidance allowing use. The Facility Manager/Sports Development Officer responded informing the Manager that changing and showering facilities were not to be used at this time.

Fleckney Festival.

There were no new updates from the Organiser.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer reported that the outdoor gym and play areas had reopened, with these facilities being used at the participants own risk.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer also reported to members that it strongly appears Fleckney Seniors used the changing and shower facilities despite not only being told not to do so (ignoring the erected signage and barrier tape within the changing rooms) but also failing to provide a risk assessment for its use.

New Energy Agreement
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer provided an electricity supplier cost comparison list of collated electricity quotes to cover a two year period.

Path and Soakaway – Leicester Road Recreation Ground.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted a quote from Greyhound Leisure to install a soakaway at the access point between the cricket outfield and the new senior pitch to prevent waterlogging in this spot. Members also discussed the merits of installing a path from this access point to the new senior pitch at an estimated cost of £8-10k to prevent recreation ground users from walking up or down the steep embankment next to the new senior pitch.
Resolved that the quote from greyhound Leisure of £980 for the soakaway be accepted and that further solutions be investigated to discourage recreation ground users from walking up or down the embankment.

Section 106 Funding.
Members considered the use of the sum of £25,087.86 available in Section 106 funding from the Bellway development for sports facilities at the Leicester Road Recreation Ground which had an expiry date of August 2021. The actual wording in the S106 Agreement referred to a “contribution towards improvements to the Fleckney Sports Centre” so it appeared that it could be used more widely than had been originally thought. The possibilities included:
· Maintenance Equipment (Mower etc.)

· Running Track Phase 1.

· Concrete Path Repairs/Improvements.

· Flood Lights, Skate Park.

· Flood Lights, New Senior Pitch.

· Purchase of land to widen vehicular access.

· Sports Centre Kitchen Improvements.

· Storage Building.

Resolved that applications for funding for skatepark floodlights, maintenance equipment and a storage building be further investigated.
