 Highway Matters.

Members considered the highway issues in and around the Village following the recent fatal accident at the Wistow crossroads. 
Members also considered the proposal by the County Council to close Fleckney Road, Saddington to facilitate works being carried out by Persimmon Homes and the impact the proposed diversion route would have on the Village. The Clerk informed members that following representations the County Council it had agreed not to go ahead with the proposed closure and diversion and would be looking at an alternative which the Parish Council would be notified of in due course. 
The Clerk submitted details of the proposed order being made by the County Council to impose a ‘no waiting at any time’ on Main Street at its junction with High Street. The proposal was at variance with the original proposal put to the Parish Council in that the extent of the no waiting had been reduced. No explanation had been provided by the County Council except to say that the proposal had been reviewed against “our policy and criteria which also includes considering the road layout, residential properties, carriageway parking levels and the junction in question”.

Resolved that:

(i) The Clerk to write to County Cllr. B Pain to request that a full investigation be carried out  at the Wistow crossroads to determine what improvements are required to improve safety.

(ii) The situation with the closure of Fleckney Road, Saddington be noted.
