The Clerk reported the receipt of an email from Steve Johnson requesting permission to have an outside café next to the outdoor table tennis tables or other suitable location to sell drinks and cakes to the footballers at the weekend and possibly also on week days.

New Senior Pitch – Leicester Road Recreation Ground.

The Chairman welcomed Kean Folley and Paul Barry, Fleckney Athletic FC to the meeting’

Kean explained that the Club were not happy with the standard of the pitch marking, particularly as the season went on, and that was why the Club had suggested that it marks the pitch itself as a good standard of line marking was required by the league in which it played. Whilst the reason for the request could be understood nevertheless the Parish Council had a contract in place and if the marking was not up to standard this in the first instance should be taken up with the contactor. It was agreed the Parish Council would monitor the quality of the line marking.
With regard to the water supply it was again reiterated that the installation of the water piping by the Club was not an acceptable solution to the problem of getting water onto the pitch. There was a possibility that a proper supply could be provided as part of the Football Foundation funding which Fleckney Athletic AFC had obtained. This would be investigated but in the meantime it was agreed the piping could be left in situation for the time being.

A general discussion took place about the poor condition of the pitch, particularly the lack of a good sward despite the efforts with top dressing and overseeding. A contributory factor had been the long dry spells at crucial times particularly when the overseeding had taken place. It was agreed to look at the maintenance programme for the next season to see how matters could be improved.
The Fleckney Athletic FC representatives were thanked for their attendance.
