The presentation focussed on the consultation that had been carried out to obtain a view of what was needed, the current situation with the range of facilities that were provided and the loss that was funded by the Parish Council, the latent demand for such faculties as a health and fitness suite, the options that were available ranging from carrying out comprehensive improvements to providing a new facility, indicative costs for each option, possible sources of funding and ongoing revenue costs.

There was also an opportunity through Harborough DC to be involved in the Scape Framework which could provide a free build feasibility and condition survey.
Mr Mulhall stressed that the report was still in draft form and he would welcome any further comments.
