Sports Centre – New Building.

The Chairman welcomed Alison Pressley and Adam Brumfitt to the meeting. Alison gave members an overhead presentation which provided an initial interpretation of the requirements for a new Sports Centre based on the criteria that had been agreed from the Feasibility Study. Alison explained that the there were a large number of variable that would impact both on the design and the cost of the project. A modular form of construction with a panel finish would be the most cost and time efficient whilst a more traditional form of construction such as brick would be more costly and would take much longer to construct.

The initial design provided a two storey building with a two court badminton hall, entrance foyer, gym, changing rooms, function room, kitchen, offices, balcony and pitched roof. The options for the siting of the new building were either on the area to the north of the overflow car park or on the site of the existing building although this would mean being without a facility during the construction period. It was felt it was essential that members viewed some similar buildings to see which type of design and finish, both external and internal were available. Alison provided an indication of cost based on the initial design which indicated that there may be some need to reduce the size of the building in some way to get the project cost down to an affordable cost.

It was agreed that a day would be arranged for members to visit a number of sites and that the initial design would be made available to enable a more detailed consideration to be undertaken by members and to look to see if any reduction in size could be made to reduce the overall cost.

The Chairman thanked Alison and Adam for their presentation.
