Usage Report.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted a report, copies of which had been previously circulated, detailing usage of the various facilities and the initiatives undertaken. 
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer informed members that the quotation for resurfacing part of the overflow car park had now been received and would cost £950.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer also informed members that the issue at Lodge Road with the Toilet/Shower unit being broken into was still ongoing with the latest lock that had been installed being broken over the last weekend.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer referred to a price that had been obtained for a brick built store instead of the prefabricated one that was the subject of the S106 grant application to Harborough DC. Cllr. C McKemey commented that it was more than he had expected and he would go back to the builder to see if a more realistic price could be obtained.
Resolved the report be received and noted.

Covid-19 Update.
In view of the Prime Minister’s announcement earlier in the day it was agreed the Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer would provide members’ with a briefing note indicating how the latest proposals would affect the use of the Parish Council’s facilities.

Review of Charges.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted for consideration details of the current charges for facilities together with some comparisons with the charges made by other councils for similar facilities, copies of which had been previously circulated and asked members to consider if all or any of the charges should be increased from 1st April 2021.

Having given careful consideration to the level of charges compared with other similar facilities elsewhere and bearing in mind the need to be competitive and encourage use of the facilities it was felt that charges should not be increased from their current level.

Provision of New CCTV – Sports Centre and Skate Park
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer advised members that the contractor who had quoted for the work to the floodlights at the Skate Park had withdrawn as he was not qualified to work at heights. Further quotations were being obtained with prices coming in at around £5k.
A quotation had been obtained for replacing the CCTV cameras at the Sports Centre and Skate Park. The cost for seven cameras was around £2k but this did not include any new cabling to the Skate Park if this should be required. Seven cameras would allow two to be installed at the Skate Park which would give better coverage. Two further quotations were being sought. Members sought an assurance that any recordings would be of such quality as to be of use should an individual need to be identified or a prosecution pursued.

Grounds Maintenance.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer sought approval to defer over seeding and top dressing to football pitches due to the limited use that had occurred this season.

The Facility Manager/Sports Development Officer provided details of a quotation that had been obtained for laying a path from the pedestrian gate near the Skate Park on the cricket outfield through the gap into the new field to overcome the problems of the muddy conditions.  Members were uncertain about the exact location and the dimensions that had been quoted. It was agreed that a plan of the proposed location together with a copy of the specification would be circulated to members for comment before further quotations were sought.

New Sports Centre.
The Facility Manager/Sports Development Officer updated members on progress. Following consideration of the recommendation of the New Sports Centre Working Party the Council had agreed to submit a pre-application planning enquiry to Harborough DC subject to approval of the S106 grant funding bid which was due to be considered on 23rd March. 
Potential funding opportunities were being explored but at the current time no large grants in excess of £100k were available mainly due to the majority of funding being made available for Covid-19 recovery projects.

In order to keep the local community informed on the proposals and to get some feedback and support for the project, work had commenced on designing a brochure with the help of Ball Hall and its marketing consultant. Some initial information had been provided on the type of content and a response was awaited regarding any costs that might be involved before proceeding further.
