		Mr M Preston gave the following report for the Fleckney Festival:
i. Every year the festival will have a historical theme.
ii. For the 2018 festival it will be War Time Britain during the day with music and fireworks in the evening.
iii. The 2018 festival will not use the sports hall.
iv. The organisers are in discussion with Fleckney Cricket Club regarding moving the cricket match scheduled for the same day (15th September 2008).
v. There will be two portaloos onsite in addition to the toilet facilities in the Sports Centre.
Mr Preston enquired if staff (a re-enactment group) would be allowed to stay (camp) over night on Friday 14th & Saturday 15th September.
Resolved to investigate if staying overnight was a feasible option, ensuring it does not break covenant regulations and insurance policy restrictions.
Rec/11		Usage Report.
The Facility Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted a report detailing usage of the various facilities and the initiatives that are currently being promoted.

Cllr S Parker enquired to the structure of the football league use on the all weather pitch and its effect on Autumn / Winter users.  The Facilities Manager / Sports Development Officer stipulated that at the moment a Summer Football League is being considered.

Rec/12		Communicata Advertising Pricing.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Manager reported that after a discussion with Comunicata’s Advertising Manager regarding advertising charges, there would be no reduction in prices.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer reported that the recreation ground was being used by various individuals and groups including commercial bodies and he would like to develop guidelines for current and potential users. Rec/14		Table Tennis Tables.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer reported that CLASH 2012 has asked for £300 for two used table tennis tables that are surplus to its requirements.  
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer answered members’ questions regarding original cost of tables, the current condition and if there would be any transports costs.
Resolved to offer a maximum of £150 for both table tennis tables.
Rec/15		Set Up/Take Down Time
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer asked the members for clarification on individual and group bookings for the facilities particularly for setting up early (before the allotted booking time) and taking down (after the allotted booking time) of equipment.
Resolved to give hirers a ten minute period of ‘grace’ as long as it does not affect any bookings.  Anything above this timeframe would be chargeable at the normal rate.
Rec/16		New Senior Pitch.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer reported on a further request by Fleckney Athletic FC Seniors for railings and dugouts to be installed around the new senior pitch, presenting FA documentation showing the requirements to participate in the Leicester Senior League.
Cllr S Parker reported that unfortunately the team had not qualified for promotion this season.  The members referred to the previous decision to not allow any permanent railings.
Resolved that the Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer contact FAFC Seniors to discuss:
i. If there would be any contribution from FAFC seniors towards costs.
ii. To investigate the use of screw sockets, poles and rope as a barrier for match days (to be put up and taken down by Fleckney Athletic FC Seniors )
iii. To consider the use of mobile dug outs.
iv. Invite representatives to future Recreation Committee meetings to discuss the topic further.
