Usage Report.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted a report, copies of which had been previously circulated, detailing usage of the various facilities and the initiatives undertaken. The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer highlighted the main issues and answered members’ questions thereon. 
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer referred to a request that had been received from Kibworth Town FC to use the new senior pitch on a weekly basis during the forthcoming season but the Club was unhappy about the charge for the use of the pitch for teams from outside the Village. Members considered there was no justification for reducing the charge.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer also referred to a request that had been received from Fleckney Athletic AFC to have two mini pitches marked out on the cricket outfield for the forthcoming season. The Cricket Club had been made aware of the proposal but was strongly opposed to the request due to the damage that was likely both to the outfield and the cricket square. Members felt there was sufficient space elsewhere and therefore the request should not be acceded to.

RoSPA Report – Play Equipment Etc.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted a report setting out the recommendations form the annual inspection of play equipment etc. that had been carried out by RoSPA.

The only item that had been listed as high risk was the Wooden Adventure Trail where it had been identified that the timbers were rotting. As the cost of remedial work was likely to be expensive and as it appeared not to be heavily used it was felt that it could be removed.  .
