 First Fleckney Scout Group - New Scout Building.


The Chairman welcomed Cathy Howells, Group Scout Leader to the meeting, 

Cathy Howells gave members a presentation on the First Fleckney Scout Group’s proposals for providing a new Scout Building as part of the development of land off High Street by Shire Homes.

This included information on the history of the Scout Group, which was one of the oldest in the World, the ethos behind the scout movement, the state of the current scout hut, the demographics for the village and the increasing demand, the proposals for the new building, the draft S106 agreement, the state of the current project, the project strengths and weaknesses, the opportunities and threats and finally how the Parish Council could help with the project. Further information on the proposals was provided by James Ward, Chair who joined the meeting during the presentation.
The Chairman stated that advice could be provided on the Section 106 process to ensure that income from that source was maximised for the project particularly for any future developments and that some expertise was also available with project management if this was needed.

The Chairman thanked Cathy and James for the presentation.

Maintenance of Open Spaces.

The Clerk provided members with the response from Harborough DC to the request for information on the process for taking over the ownership of the Village Green and Pond. Harborough DC had responded that it did not have a particular desire to hold on to public open space where control (and therefore ownership) by the Parish Council would be better serve the local community. The transfer of ownership would be at market value although it would need to be offered on the open market  and consideration would need to be given also as to how the ongoing costs of maintenance were reflected either in the valuation or by the payment of a commuted lump sum. In order to move the request forward a formal decision of the Parish Council is required.

As this land is included in the Neighbourhood Plan  as a local green space it was felt that a formal decision should await the outcome of the Neighbourhood Plan, which was expected early in the New Year and which will give the land an enhanced level of protection if approved.
