Request for Financial Assistance.

Members’ considered a request for financial assistance from the Peter Pan Pre-school Play Group following the receipt of further information on the weekly income and expenditure and current level of reserves. Whilst members’ were fully supportive of the work the Play Group was doing particularly providing places for the more vulnerable children in the Village and wished to see this long standing provision continue in the future, it was felt that with the current level of reserves which were sufficient to maintain the provision for at least a further twelve months unless numbers dropped dramatically it was difficult at this point in time to accede to the request for  financial assistance also bearing in mind no specific sum had been requested. 
It was suggested the Play Group should consider a further request in twelve months time if the situation does not improve or if the situation dramatically worsens in the shorter term and reserves are at a much lower level.  
Resolved that the request for financial assistance from the Peter Pan Pre-school Play Group be not acceded to.

Budget/Precept 2019-20.

The Clerk submitted a report, copies of which had been previously circulated to members, setting out the information on the estimated outturn for the current year (2018-19) and budget proposals for next year (2019-20).
The original budget for 2018-19 anticipated a sum of £38,060 being taken from reserves to balance the budget. The estimated outturn indicated that there will now be a sum of £14,150 being added to reserves. The reasons for the decrease of £52,210 were provided in the report.
The reserves carried forward at the 31st March 2019 were estimated to be £236,060 which includes an earmarked reserve of £20,000 as required by Sport England for the renewal of the AWP surface, giving free reserves of £216,060.          
The Budget for 2019-20 had been prepared on the basis of maintaining current levels of service except for a number of new capital schemes that have been included some of which would require an element of external funding if they were to proceed. The variations from the budget for 2018-19 were detailed in the report. 
HDC has confirmed that the level of the Council Tax Support for 2014/15 will be maintained at the 2013/14 level i.e. £8,670.

At this stage the Precept has been included at the same level as the current year i.e. £101,050 but as the council tax base has increased from 1,456 Band D properties to 1,469.90 this has had the effect of reducing the Council Tax for Parish purposes from £69.40 per Band D property to £68.75 a reduction of 65p or 0.94%.

It is still not known whether local councils will be subject to any kind of capping in 2014/15 although it seems unlikely. An announcement on this is expected in January but it may be after the date of the Parish Council meeting in January. Should capping be imposed it may mean having a further budget meeting if the decision on the budget does not accord with the capping rules.

If capping does not apply in 2014/15 it may well apply in future years. There is also no guarantee that Council Tax Support will continue beyond 2014/15. With this in mind consideration needs to be given to increasing the Precept in 2014/15 to provide a base for future years.

The budget for 2014/14 shows a deficit of £29,550 compared to £41,090(Budget) and £8,850(Outturn) for the current year. The Capital Expenditure budget for 2014/15 includes one-off costs of £23,370 which would not be repeated in future years although there may be other schemes to consider i.e. the Fitness Trail.

The effect of increasing the Precept on council tax and deficit is shown below:

In 2013/14 the range of council tax amounts for all parishes in the Harborough District ranged from £2.02 to £87.95 with 10 parishes not levying a precept. Fleckney was the third highest. Only Lutterworth (£70.07) and Broughton Astley (£87.95) had a higher council ta
The Precept had been included in the Budget at £133,920, an increase of £210 on the 2018-19 amount, which represented a 0.2% increase. The Council Tax Base had increased from 1,538.1 Band D properties to 1540.5 in 2019-20. This increase in the Council Tax Base allowed the Precept to be increased by 0.2% without having to increase the Council Tax which for a Band D property would remain unchanged at £86.93.

The Secretary of State for Housing, Communities and Local Government, James Brokenshire MP, when announcing the provisional local government finance settlement for 2019/20 in the House of Commons stated that Council Tax referendum principles will not be extended to local (parish and town) councils in 2019-20. 

The budget for 2019-20, based on the Precept being increased by £210 to £133,920, would result in a deficit of £54,350 for next year compared with a deficit of £38,060 for the current year. Both amounts included a contribution of £10,000 to the sinking fund to replace the surface of the All Weather Pitch in due course.
The report provided information of the effect of different increases in the Precept on the deficit and Council Tax. Each 1% increase in the Council Tax would generate additional income of £1,340.

Based on a Precept of £133,920 the reserves at the 31st March 2020 were estimated to be £191,710 of which £30,000 was earmarked to replace the surface of the All Weather Pitch leaving free reserves at £161,710.

The free reserves would be at a fairly significant level at £161,710 and the report suggested consideration should be given as to whether it would be appropriate to earmark part of this to contribute towards the cost of the replacement of the Sports Centre should this project come to fruition. 
Members discussed whether or not it would be appropriate, particularly in view of the costs that would be incurred in replacing the Sports Centre and the current level of the deficit, to increase the Precept above the level suggested in the report. It was agreed the precept should be increased by 1% to £135,920.
Having regard to the replacement of the Sports Centre members’ felt it would be appropriate to establish an earmarked reserve for this purpose.

Resolved that:

(i) The Estimated Outturn for 2018-19 be noted.
(ii) The Budget for 2019-20 as submitted be agreed.
(iii) An earmarked reserve in the sum of £100,000 be established specifically for the replacement of the Sports Centre.
(iv) The Precept for 2019-20 be set at £135,050.
