The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted a report, copies of which had been previously circulated, detailing usage of the various facilities and the initiatives undertaken. 
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer answered members’ questions.

Play Equipment.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted quotations for the provision of a sunken trampoline to replace the obsolete seesaw. Two options were available, the first to install the trampoline where the seesaw now was with a wetpour surround or secondly to locate it directly in to a grassed area. The most competitive quotation was from Greyhound Leisure who had also provided a cost for providing two reconditioned springies to go on the site of seesaw if it was decided to have the trampoline in a grassed area. The cost of installing the trampoline on the site of the seesaw was £4,200 + VAT, on grass £3,350 + VAT with an additional £600 for the two springies. It was noted that as there was no budget provision for this item it would need Parish Council approval and additionally Playing Field Charity approval as the Play Area was on Charity land.

Recommended that subject to Playing Field Charity approval the quotation of Greyhound Leisure in the sum of £3,950 + VAT for the supply and installation of a sunken trampoline and two springies in the Play Area at the Leicester Road Recreation Ground to replace the obsolete seesaw be accepted.

Fleckney Athletic FC Seniors.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer reported on a request for a contribution from the Parish Council towards the cost of installing an extractor fan in the Officials’ Shower Room which would cost £580 + VAT to install. The Club had been informed that the shower could not be used until such time as an extractor fan was installed

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer also reported that dug outs, which had been subsequently vandalised, and security fencing had been installed without permission.
