Cricket Club Issues.

The Chairman welcomed Chris Walsh, Fleckney Village Cricket Club to the meeting.

Chris provided members with some background to the Club’s current activities. The Club now had around 50 members plus volunteers and was on the rise and unlike many other clubs had a surplus of players and were considering forming a further team. A youth team had already been started and sessions were being held every Wednesday for 5 to 8 year olds with around 24 attending. Sessions were also being held for 9 to 12 year olds.

Chris stressed the importance of having a level outfield to make it safe to play matches and referred to the problems that had been caused by the use of the outfield over the winter months for football matches. He hoped that the football pitches could be located else where in the future to avoid damage to the outfield. With regard to the rope around the square the Club felt that the suggestion to use some form of tape was impractical and would prefer to use orange rope, which was in common use else where,  which would be highly visible and easily put up and taken down and would withstand the elements.

Chris stated the Club would like to provide a further container on the ground for use as changing room/shelter for training sessions and when the Sports Centre changing facilities etc. were not available and also to have some roll on covers to provide protection from the elements to the cricket square.
Finally Chris expressed his concern about dog fouling in the area where the container was sited and went on to say that there would be a Family Fun Day on Sunday 30th June between 11.00am and 1.00pm
