The development would provide 44 dwellings, 8 flats and 285m2 of retail space the number of units being dependent on what the demand was. Cllr. Maintenance of open spaces seemed to be an issue not only for this development but other new developments in the village particularly as the District Council was no longer prepared to take on the maintenance and it was being left to the developer to make the appropriate arrangements usually by setting up a management company with householders making annual contributions to meet the cost which was not entirely satisfactory. It was agreed that maintenance of open spaces would be an agenda item for the next meeting. 
The Chairman thanked Lance Wiggins and Brendan Coleman for their attendance and for providing the Parish Council and the local community the opportunity to have a meaningful input into the development.
