Rec/60/22 – Cricket Ball Stop Net – Bowls Club – In answer to a question about how this matter is progressing, the Facilities Manager reported that a further quote had been obtained for a dug in post net system which came to a similar costing as previous quotes at £9975 +VAT. Currently looking to get a quote from Metalways for a pole system that would be bolted to the Bowls Club building rather than dug into the ground. Liaison to take place with the Bowls Club to see if it would be agreeable for this to be attached to the building.

Resolved that:

1) A design and quote be obtained for a wall fitted net system.

2) Permission to be sought from the Bowls Club for the system to be fitted to its wall if this is viable.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Manager submitted a report, copies of which had been previously circulated, detailing usage of the various facilities and initiatives undertaken.

Resolved the report be received and noted.

	Food and Drink Fayre.

Members discussed a request from the organisers of the Fleckney Festival to hold a ‘Food and Drink Fayre’ at the Leicester Road Recreation Ground on Saturday 3rd June from 11am until 10pm, and Sunday 4th June 2023 from 10am until 7pm. From these discussions, a number of questions were raised that members would like more information on before moving ahead on making a decision. The following were identified by members as the questions they would like raised;

1. Reasoning for the late finish for the Fayre and the need for it to be across 2 days.

2. As part of the proposal from the organisers, the only toilets available will be those in the Sports Centre. How will this be organised if large numbers of people attend the event?

3. Members would like more information on the number of stalls and what types of produce will be sold. For example, will this be local producers selling goods, fast food stands, alcoholic goods.

4. With the event being over 2 days, will sellers be staying overnight?

5. Concern was raised around the potential damage to the football pitches. This will be a period of time when re-seeding is taking place, so vehicles and footfall will have an impact on this. Can stalls be placed around the playing areas, rather than on them?

6. Will individual stall holders hold their own insurance as well as the organisers?

A further point was made that it is likely that cricket and bowls fixtures will be taking place on site at the same time as the event, so parking will need to be made available for these facility users and health and safety needs to be considered especially in terms of cricket balls being hit in close proximity to where the stalls will be.

Resolved that:

i) The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer to get in contact with Michael Preston from the organising committee to get answers to the above questions.

ii) Any further information obtained to be presented at the next Recreation Committee meeting on 3rd January 2023 with further discussion around a decision whether to grant permission for the event to take place based on this information.


	Rec/75/22
	Skate Park Repairs.

Mark Redfearn from the original Fleckney Skate Park Committee discussed the condition of the skate park and highlighted some of the areas that needed maintenance, showing some photos of the cracked areas in the concrete surface. A discussion took place around what types of repairs and materials that may be needed. It was agreed that repairs should be looked into to stop any damage becoming worse. It was suggested that Mark and the Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer correspond further to identify the best way for these repairs to take place, whether this is possible to do ourselves or if a specialist company will be needed to look at and quote for the works. 

Additionally, the members discussed the usage of the lighting at the Skate Park and was this required late at night. A suggestion was made for some kind of push button to be fitted that could turn the lights on for a period of time when someone was using the area.

Resolved that:

1. The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer to correspond with Mark Redfearn to look further at the required repairs.

2. The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer to provide options on the ways to undertake the repairs, including research on what type of material can be used to complete the repairs ourselves.


3. The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer to look into the possibility of a push button timer at the Skate Park to work alongside the sensor.
