Members were of the view that any development within the Village should be concentrated to the north, east and west of the Village centre which would allow new developments to better integrate into the Village whilst still retaining and enhancing its rural character.
Resolved that Harborough District Council be informed of the Parish Council’s concern at the David Wilson Homes and the Persimmon Homes sites being designated as development sites in the new Local Plan.
