Section 106 Agreements.


Members considered a report which had been prepared by Cllr. Mcdonagh setting out the community facilities contributions for developments in the Village including the total amount due, the amounts received to date, amounts spent and the amounts remaining which could be available towards the new Sports Centre subject to the application process. There was also an amount unspent from the Bellway development which had to be spent by August 2021. The Clerk informed members of a number of proposals that were being looked at to utilise these monies.
