Community Theatre Project.

The Chairman welcomed Jo Drummond and Mikesh Mistry to the meeting. Jo and Mikesh explained the rationale for having a Community Theatre in the Village and the potential uses it could be put to. The intention was to create a usable space for a variety of different community uses and activities that would provide a sustainable building. Sourcing a suitable site was critical for the project to go ahead and the Lodge Road Recreation Ground had been identified as a possible location as this appeared to be very much under utilised being used mainly by dog walkers and the occasional football match.  Members were provided with plans showing the proposed size of the theatre building. Some concern was express about the lack of car parking at the Lodge Road site and the access route being through the housing estate. In addition there were a number of legal issues that would need to been resolved before the Parish Council could consider granting any type of permission.

 Members felt there were other more suitable sites in the Village that should be fully explored before any decision was made. The Chairman felt that the Community Theatre, Parish Council and Village Hall should be working together to find the most suitable site within the Village and suggested a working party being formed with two representatives from each organisation.
