Cllr. District Cllr. Bilbie left the meeting during the discussion on the above item of business.

Harborough District Children and Young People’s Charity (HCYC).

Members considered a proposal from HCYC to deliver a regular youth provision within term time for ages 8 -16 years staffed by one leader and an assistant leader for one and a half hours each week. HCYC were in the process of making a funding bid which, if successful, would provide an opportunity to cover the costs of two areas in the District for youth provision. If the bid were successful it would mean that 100% of the Parish Council’s costs would be covered in the first year with 50% in the second year and 25% in the final year. The cost over the three years would be between £5,000 and £6,000. It was felt that for the project to be a success that a Village centre location would be essential as previous attempts to utilise the Sports Centre had not been particularly successful. To take the proposal forward HCYC required an Agreement in Principle from the Parish Council.

Resolved that:

(i) The Parish Council agrees to enter into an Agreement in Principle with HCYC to deliver a youth project as set out above on the understanding that HCYC is successful in gaining funding to subsidise the project and that HCYC delivers the project from a Village centre location.

(ii) The Clerk be authorised to sign the Agreement in Principle.

Section 106 Agreements.

Members considered the response that had been received from HDC regarding the request to extend the deadline on S106 agreements due to the impact the Covid-19 pandemic was having on progressing projects The feeling was that the response was not particularly helpful  and failed to grasp that the request was not about justifying individual requests with a business case but more generally about the overall impact of the Covid-19 pandemic to deliver the outcomes within the timescales specified in the agreements. This was just not confined to the Parish Council but would also impact on other parties to the agreements and more widely to other parishes where building works were taking place. It was felt that the LRALC should be used to gain information about the situation in other parishes within the Harborough District and more widely throughout Leicestershire.

Members also discussed projects that would be suitable to be funded from the remaining S106 funding that had been received from the Bellway Development for sports facilities at the Leicester Road Recreation Ground which was due to expire in August 2021.
