Harborough DC -Freedom of Information Request.


The Clerk reported on the response that had been received from Harborough DC clarifying the use of delegated powers to make payments to its leisure services contractor during the covid pandemic, copies of which had been previously circulated.


The response indicated that there was a delegated decision record sheet for this decision as taken by the then Joint Chief Executive Officers but it had  not been published on its website as it was marked as being exempt material referring to commercially sensitive funding information.

In addition the response stated that the minutes of the meeting where the additional funds were agreed, would not contain a minute referring to a previous delegated decision as that wouldn’t have been the decision from the meeting itself. The exempt report package contained a spreadsheet detailing the additional funding from 1st April 2020 under the Joint Chief Executive’s delegated decision. This was available to all members but that information could not be shared verbatim, as it was held to be exempt as it was commercially sensitive information. However, it was confirmed that the necessary authorisation and notification processes were followed in this case.
Members felt there appeared to be a reluctance on the part of HDC to provide anything substantial to support the decision that was made by an officer to make a payment of approximately £300k to its leisure services contractor as a result of Covid-19 and failed to see why the Record of Decision sheet was deemed to be exempt as if it did inadvertently contain exempt information, this could be redacted.
Resolved that:

i) Harborough DC be requested to provide a) a copy of the Record of Decision sheet, redacted if necessary, and b) the date/minute reference of the Council/Cabinet meeting that delegated the authority to the Joint Chief Executive Officers to agree the initial payment to the leisure services contractor under delegated powers.
ii) In the event of an unsatisfactory response being received the matter be referred to the Information Commissioner’s Office.
