Usage Report.

The Clerk submitted a report, copies of which had been previously circulated, detailing usage of the various facilities and the initiatives undertaken. 
The Clerk answered members’ questions.

Resolved the report be received and noted.

Rec/150
Sunday Football Accident.
The Clerk provided members with information regarding an incident that had occurred during a football match that had been played on the cricket outfield when a player ran into the rope that had been placed by the Cricket Club around the square. The matter had been discussed with the Cricket Club who had agreed to provide a more brightly coloured rope to ensure it was more visible. Members felt that a better solution would be to have a tape similar to the “Respect” tape used by the Football Club around the square which would be much more visible and would be less harmful if anyone was to collide with it.

Resolved that the Cricket Club be asked to provide a tape barrier around the cricket square instead of rope.

Rec/151
Community Orchard.

The Clerk informed members that he was unaware what progress had been made with this project in the absence of the Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer. Members felt that unless we were in a position to plants the trees within the next two or three weeks that the planting should be left to the Autumn particularly as watering would be problem with the location.

Resolved that the Facilities Manager/ Sports Development Officer provide members with an update on progress with the project as a matter of urgency.
Rec/152
Sports Centre – Electricity Contract.

The Clerk reported that further advice had been sought about the situation with the energy contract with D-Energi and the possibility of terminating it and going with a different supplier.

Resolved that authority be given to terminate the energy contract with D-Energy providing that overall it is at no detriment to the Parish Council.

Rec/153
Sports Centre – Overflow Car Park.
The Clerk submitted a quotation from Greyhound Leisure for carrying out further works to the Overflow Car Park.

Resolved that the quotation from Greyhound Leisure in the sum of £850 +VAT be accepted.

Rec/154
Spinney Signage.
The Clerk submitted two quotations from Greyhound Leisure for the erection of a sign at the Spinney. Members were unsure from the quotation what the Woodcutz sign would look like and were disappointed with the lettering on the reformed plastic sleeper. It was agreed the Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer should provide more detailed information on the options at the next meeting.

Rec/155
Sports Centre – Evening Security.

The Clerk informed members about an issue that had arisen with the security during evenings when the Sports Centre was open. 
Resolved the matter be considered further at the next meeting when more information was available.

Rec/156
Community Theatre Project.

The Chairman welcomed Peter Henton, Chairman, Community Theatre Project Steering Committee and Sue Drummond a Steering Committee members to the meeting. Mr Henton explained the concept behind the project and what they hoped to achieve. The Village Hall, although a very good venue, did not have the capacity to meet the expanding needs of the theatre activities in the Village and suffered from safeguarding issues with the lack of adequate segregated changing facilities for children taking part in productions. It was felt that it was not feasible to expand the Village Hall. Mr Henton gave an example of demand for theatre in the Village with around 90 children auditioning for 10 places in the recent production of The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe. Mr Henton referred to the expansion of the Village that would occur in the near future from all the new housing development and how a new  community theatre would add to the community facilities in the Village and provide a range of  different opportunities, as well as acting, for residents to become involved in. Sue Drummond (Drummond Dance) mentioned the difficulty of finding venues for putting on shows and was currently using a facility at Countesthorpe. The requirement would be for a purpose built 200 seat theatre and whilst the project was still in its early stages there had been an indication that Arts Council funding may be available. This was being pursued as was charity registration. It was stressed that this was not solely a Duck Pond Players project although it was a major stakeholder and had considerable experience in theatre productions going back over twenty years. The Steering Committee was working towards a solution that would be both viable and sustainable in the longer term and were considering a number of different options to take the project forward. The Chairman thanked Mr Henton for providing the update to the Committee and stated that the Parish Council was always keen to support community projects in the Village either financially or by providing support in kind and from what had been said about this particular project there appeared to be no reason why it would not fall in to that category.

The Community Theatre representatives left the meeting  
Rec/157
Sports Centre – New Building.
The Clerk provided members with the response from Lungfish Architects to the design amendments that had been proposed at the last meeting. Whilst not providing amended sketch plans Lungfish had indicated that the area of the building would be reduced down to around 1,200 square metres with a build cost in the region of £2.1m to £2.2m. Lungfish had advised that it would be beneficial to undertake a more detailed engagement process to identify more accurately the costs involved based on the accommodation that is required.
Such a piece of work would involve:

· Taking in to account any public consultation that has already been undertaken and the views of the Parish Council and existing users.

· Analysing the brief and generating a scope of works and area schedule based on requirements.

· Analysing the constraints of the site and considering the best location for the building.
· Considering the parking and access requirements.

· Considering the different ways to achieve a building that is iconic.

· Considering ways in which other users’ requirements could be incorporated.

A feasibility study of this type would incur a fee of £3,000 + VAT.
Resolved that Lungfish Architects be requested to submit a formal proposal based on the above criteria.
